The words above are
words spoken by Joshua
near the end of his life.
Joshua had just about seen
it all. As a young man he
had served under Moses
during the forty year sojourn
in the wilderness. He was
one of the spies sent in to
the promised land by Moses
and, of the twelve, only he
and Caleb encouraged
Moses and the people to
enter into the land that God
had promised them. In the
end the people were afraid
to trust God and His prom-
ises. They were forced to
spend forty years in the wil-
derness until a new genera-
tion of leaders could be
formed who truly trusted
God. Joshua was one of
the few that survived this
whole experience.

Joshua in the end had
led the Hebrew people
across the Jordan River into
their new homeland. He
had been their military

leader in the conquest of the
land against the Canaanites.
Now an old man at the end of
his journey, he spoke once
more about the need to be
faithful to the God that had
given them all that they had.
He knew that adversity often
was better than prosperity
when it came t
tionship with God. His final
words were meant to testify to
his and his
failing love and trust for God.
Him and his whole family.

There is much for us to
learn from the story of Joshua
and his life. When we trust
God we find that God blesses
us in countless ways. Even
though the Hebrews failed to
take the advise of Joshua and
Caleb their lives were spared
in the long trial in the wilder-
ness. God continued to bless
them and reward them for
their faith. God used these
servants in the end to reveal
His power and to fulfill His
promises. Joshua was faithful
as a young man with very
little, faithful as a warrior, and
faithful as an old man with
much. He acknowledged
Godbs soverei
his days and he died at peace
in Godds | ove.
